
What is ADS? 
The Astrophysics Data System (ADS) is a database operated 
by the Smithsonian Astrophysical Observatory and funded 
by NASA. You can use it to find articles on Astronomy, 
Astrophysics, Physics and Geophysics.  

 

How to search ADS 
You can enter keywords straight into the search box. With 
general keywords, this might bring up a lot of search 
results. 

To narrow down the results, click on a ‘quick field’ or 
search term, like ‘Abstract’ or ‘Year’, and enter your 
keywords.  
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You can sort your results by date, relevance and other 
parameters. Search results can be further refined using a 
list of filters such as author, subject, or publication title.  

Search results 

The article title link will take you to the abstract and a link 
to the publisher article, if available.  
Please note that recent articles are often only available 
through subscription to the journal. Older articles are 
generally open access.
